Trends:

In April of 2020 we began to track some of the implications that COVID-19 may have had on a
variety of calls for service. We are still attempting to learn what effects the pandemic situation
has on them. The calls that we are monitoring include thefts, domestic violence calls, child
abuse calls (physical and sexual), suicide calls, mental health calls and burglaries. Below is a
comparison of those types of calls between April 2020 and April 2021.

But through time and consistency, our hope is that some of
these individuals will engage in services.

The event will take place in
the Police Department parking lot. We will have a large bike course with different stations
throughout. During the event there will be drawings for bikes and other items, door prizes, free
bike helmets, free bike inspections and minor repairs, and hot dogs. All of this is designed to
promote bicycle safety for the kids of our community. The event is made possible through the
Police Department volunteers, the Santiam Spokes Club, and Doug Robin and Donna Short.
