Chapter 791 of the Texas Local Government Code authorizes political subdivisions to enter into
intergovernmental agreements, and Section 791.025 specifically provides for the purchase of goods by
one political subdivision from another.

Department to sale four used police cars for $3,000.00 per vehicle. The vehicles to be sold include Ford
Interceptors and a Chevy Tahoe that were replaced in the FY 2025-2026 budget, and include the
following shops and equipment:
