PROCLAMATION
NAMING THE WEEK OF MAY 15-21, 2022 AS POLICE WEEK
AND MAY 15, 2022 AS PEACE OFFICER'S MEMORIAL DAY

WHEREAS, the Congress and President of the United States have designated May 15 as
Peace Officers Memorial Day, and the week in which it falls as National Police Week; and
