SUMMARY AS PASSED HOUSE: (all summaries)

Reduction of speed limits; local authority. Expands the current authority of any locality to reduce the speed limit to less than
25 miles per hour, but not less than 15 miles per hour, on highways within its boundaries that are located in a business district
or residence district to include highways within the state highway system, provided that such reduced speed limit is indicated
by lawfully placed signs. The bill authorizes a locality to restore a speed limit that has been reduced pursuant to this authority
and requires the locality to notify the Commissioner of Highways of a change in speed limit. This bill incorporates HB 793.
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
