October 2022 thru December 2022 
 

Calls for service:  

 

For the reporting period between October and December of 2022, the Warrenton Police Department handled 4,258 calls 

for service. Most of these calls for service were for larceny related offenses followed by fraud related offenses, assist 

citizen or agency calls, or suspicious incident calls. There was also a healthy number of officer-initiated premise checks 

(1825).  

 

The police department continued to experience a significant decrease in quality-of-life (QOF) related offenses, (drunk in 

public, drug distribution, and noise violations) within the Haiti St. Community. This was due to an enforcement strategy 

put into place in August 2022 that involved existing relationships with community stakeholders. As a result of this 

strategy, which included an increased presence combined with officers utilizing procedural justice principles along with 

evidence-based enforcement strategies, the number of calls for service on Haiti Street in October was 11, in November 

was 16, and in December was 11. Many of these calls each month were suspicious incident calls, welfare checks, or 

other assist citizen types of calls. Additionally, of these calls only 2 in October were QOF offenses, only 2 in November 

were QOF offenses, and there were no QOF offenses in December.  

 

The Police Department is continuing our outreach within the community and continues to see a reduction in calls for 

service to date.
