Mr. Bartzseconded themotion. Motioncarriedbyunanimous voicevote.

Improvements Contract #10-25AlternateBidBtoMaasBrothersConstruction Co., Inc. For
145,170.00 Engineering ProjectManagerRichiePiltzpresented thebidsreceivedfortheinstallation

oftheADAconcreteontheeastsideoftheriver, neartheMainSt. bridge. Thisprojecthadbeen
rebidbecausenobidswerereceived thefirsttime.  Itwasputouttobidwith3options. Staff
recommended accepting the "AlternateB" bidfromMassBrothers for $145,170asbest lowbid
received. Mr. Blankeaskedwhatwastheprojectbudget, towhichhewasinformed that $400,000
hadbeenbudgeted.  Mr. BlankealsoaskedwhyAlternateBwasrecommended, towhichstaffreplied
thecastconcrete inAlternate Bwilllastmonger, andwillallowthecitytoselectapatterntothe
concrete toreflectthenearbyriprap.  Mr. Moldenhauer movedtorecommend awarding thebidto
MaasBrothersfor $145,170for "AlternateB". Mr. Thompson seconded. Motioncarriedbyunanimous
rollcallvote, 5-0.  

6. Reviewandtakepossibleaction: Awardbidforthe2025PrivateLeadServiceLineProjecttoFive
StarEnergyLLC. AssistantWaterUtilityManagerTimHaydenpresented thebidsreceivedforthe
replacement ofleadservicelinesthroughout thecity. Thebestlowbidwasreceived fromFiveStar
EnergyLLCintheamountof $7,772,734. Thisisa3-yearproject, continuing onworkdonethelastfew
years, withthegoalofreplacingallleadservicelinesinthecity. Thepriorroundwere100% fundedby
theStateofWisconsin. Thisroundisfundedbasedoncitycensustracts, withtractswithlower
average incomesreceiving100% Statefunding, andothertractsonly75% or50%. Overall, theState
willprovideapproximately 85% ofthefundingforthisround, withthecityportionamounting to
1,250,000. Theworkinyearwillprioritize theproperties with100% Statefunding. Mr. Blankeasked

wherethecityportionoftheexpensewillcomefrom. Mr. Haydenresponded itwillcomefromfund
balanceintheWaterUtilityandbydeferringotherWaterUtilityprojects. Thegoalistogetthisdone
withoutrequiringarateincrease. Mr. Bartzaskediftherewereanyconcerns thattherecommended
contractor has32otherprojects likethisgoingon (aretheyovercommitted?) Mr. Haydenanswered
theyhadinquiredabout thisandthecontractor providedassurances tobeabletoscaleuptomeet
thework. Mr. Thompson askediftherewereanyconcernsaboutthecostsbeing20% thanother
bidders. Mr. Haydenanswered theyhadinquiredtoseveralcommunities whohaveusethesame
contractor andreceivedpositive reports. Mr. Bartzmovedtorecommend awardingthebidtoFive
StarEnergyLLCfor $7,772,734. Mr. Moldenhauer seconded. Itwasnotedthattheresolution
presented hadanimproperly wordedlastsentence indicatingnocityfundingaccountwasneeded.  



Chairperson Arnettofferedafriendlyamendment tochangethelastsentence to "Afundingaccount
forthecityportionofthetotalcostwillbedetermined onceaSWDLawardhasbeenreceivedfrom
theStateofWisconsin." Mr. Bartzaccepted thefriendlyamendment, asdidMr. Moldenhauer.  
Motioncarriedbyunanimous rollcallvote, 5-0.  

7. Adjournment.  Mr. Blankemovedtoadjournat5:56p.m., secondedbyMr. Moldenhauer. Motion
carriedbyunanimous voicevote.
